1- The eyes are the windows of the soul.

Keep an eye on sth:

Our neighbours will keep an eye on our apartment while we were away.

Keep an eye on my suitcase when I am in the WC.

Know by sight :

See eye to eye: (often argue, disagree)

Adrian and Jane don’t see aye to eye.

Eyes like a hawk:
Be careful the boss doesn’t see you; she has eyes like a hawk.

Eye for sb.

He only has eyes for Mary. (He never looks at other girls.)

Eyes in the back of one’s head:

He has eyes in the back of his head. (He never misses anything.)

An eye for sth:

She has an eye for antiques. (She is good at spotting them.)

An eye on sth. (want)

She’s had an eye on a new bike.

In sb’s eyes:

I’m still a child in my parents’ eyes.

Can’t take sb’s eyes from sth. (stop looking at)

I can’t take my eyes from this delicious meal.

To my amateur eye: (in my opinion)

In my amateur eye it looks like an expensive vase.

Eyes in sth. (very busy)

I’m up to my eyes in school reports this week.

With eyes shut: (do sth. easily)

I could that project with my eyes shut.

With eyes open: know what will likely happen)

She went into it with her eyes open.

Eyes too big for the stomach:

If someone’s eyes are too big for their stomach, they take more food than they can eat.

Make / keep eye contact with sb. (look into the eyes of sb.)

When you are in an interview it is important to keep  eye contact with the interviewer.
